In her two-year-old
way, she explained to me the fish had died, she found it in the bushes, and she and Mommy were going to
have a funeral for it in the back yard.

| realized that this was the first of many losses she would experience in life. | broke into tears,
however, when the last thing she said to me before she hung up the phone was, “Daddy, keep me from
getting caught in the bushes.”

A father’s duty is to set the moral course of his children. He is to help them stay out of the things that
will cause them harm and even death. He is to help them stay on course by example and by setting the
boundaries. He is to create a climate of love and trust that helps his children even when they can’t help
themselves.
