2001, after the bombings of the Twin Towers in New York, our prayer vigil was started by Calvin Beckendorf.  It goes 

from 7am-7pm. Church members volunteered an hour every Wednesday and came into the chapel and prayed.  As we all 

know from our own lives, Prayer is the most powerful and positive thing we can do for ourselves, families, friends, and 

loved ones. 

 Over the years, people have had to give up their spots for various reasons.  Moving, health issues, and changes 

in their lives were the most common.  Several of the regular members are right now struggling with these issues, and 

need to make changes that include giving up their spot in the chapel.  It was something they didn't want to do at this 

time, but have no choice. Our church must step up and get these spots filled. We cannot let this amazing ministry go by 

the wayside.   

 I started about 6 years ago as a substitute when someone couldn't make it. This happens from time to time. We 

all have things that need to be done and sometimes it is on Wed. during our time slot.   

I have been in a regular spot now for over a year and I want to tell you how it is the best part of my week.  For me, 

sometimes I get distracted when I am praying, I think we all do. This time in the chapel helps me with staying focused 

and spending that all important, quiet time with God.   

 You are probably thinking, I can't prayer for an entire hour. You don't have to. There is a devotional for you to 

read from the upper room, there is a prayer list with concerns. When you finish praying you can read one of the books 

there, and I have even been known to pick up the hymnal and start singing hymns!!! I have called some of the people on 

the prayer list and checked on them and left updates for the others coming after me. 

 I ask that you prayerfully consider joining our prayer team.  We need you and we need your commitment now.  

We also need members who are willing to go on a substitute list, to help out now and then.   Please contact me if you 

want to be a part of this amazing ministry we have at FUMC Brenham.

The Eighth Day 
 

 For the early church, the resurrection changed everything.  It changed when we worship.  The reason we 
worship on Sunday, the first day of the week, instead of Saturday, the seventh and the Jewish Sabbath, is because 
of the Resurrection.  It all had to do with a new day and new life and new beginnings. 
 

 J. Danielou, in his book The Bible and the Liturgy states: “The number eight was for ancient Christianity, the 
symbol of the Resurrection, for it was on the day after the Sabbath and also the eighth day that Christ rose from 
the tomb.” 
 

 The seven days of the week all had to do with this world.  The six days of creation of the earth and the 
seventh day of rest from that work now gave way to the eighth day of new life in Christ. 
 

 Even St. Augustine, in his classic work, City of God, calls the resurrection day “an eighth and eternal day, 
consecrated by the Resurrection of Christ….There we shall rest and see, see and love, love and praise.” 
 

 So what does this eight day mean to us?  It is a reminder that every day in Christ is a new day.  Every day is 
a day of re-creation.  Every day is a day of hope and life.  We are now free to live in Him and He in us.  It is a new 
day.  It is a day of celebration that can change all the rest of our lives. 
 

“What this means is that those who become Christians become new persons. 
They are not the same anymore, for the old is gone.  A new life has begun!” 

2 Corinthians 5:17 The New Living Translation

Stouffer’s Food For Thought . . . . 

 Today at Lenten Lunch, Rev. Jim Abbott (interim pastor at St. John’s Lutheran Church at Prairie Hill) preached 

“Shaped by God’s Word.”  In the message, Pastor Jim said that we can build new habits on old habits, thus changing our 

habits.  We heard a reading from Deuteronomy 6:5-9 –  
 

5 
You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your might. 

6 
Keep these words 

that I am commanding you today in your heart. 
7 
Recite them to your children and talk about them when you are at home 

and when you are away, when you lie down and when you rise. 
8 
Bind them as a sign on your hand, fix them as an emblem 

on your forehead, 
9 
and write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. (NRSV) 

 

 Pastor Jim reminded us that we are to: keep these words in our hearts and minds by reciting to and talking about 

them with our children, binding them to ourselves, and writing them on our doorposts – at least figuratively by living with 

holy habits. 
 

 Over the last several months, God has been working on me in regard to our worship greeting “God is good, All 

the time.  All the time, God is good.”  Our congregation has helped me with a transition and word replacement from 

“good” to “faithful.”  And I am thankful!  I’m thankful for God’s faithfulness and for your work and patience as I try to 

remember to implement this in the bulletin! 
 

 As Pastor Jim concluded, I began to run in my heart and mind from his preaching to my own meddling.  (I know 

that I have that habit of meddling!)  I would like to suggest that we extend the greeting and sending forth from worship as 

a habit for each and every gathering in, with, and among our congregation and ministry: 
 

God is Faithful, All the Time!  All the Time, God is Faithful! 
 

Every Gathering in-with-among our Congregation 
 

Our gathering will soon be over, where will we go and what will we do? 

We will go out to be God’s People in the World! 
 

 For me, these words are such wonderful reminders and so wonderfully shape my life as we gather together in at 

least a couple of ways.  As we gather, I am reminded that since we have been apart, God remains faithful.  As we prepare 

to depart from every gathering, we are reminded to go out to fulfill God’s call upon our lives.  I hope extending our 

worship habits to all our gatherings will continue to shape and frame all our ministry in the context of worship.   
 

 As I began the day today, I encountered this saying of Jeanne de Chantal, seventeenth-century founder of The 

Order of the Visitation “No matter what happens, be gentle with yourself.”  I share this here in the event that it takes 

some time for us to remember to share these greetings and sendings at each and every gathering.  We may forget.  That’s 

ok.  We will begin again right where we are and we’ll keep trying until it becomes a habit to greet each other in this 

manner.
