“Come to me.... Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me.”
Matthew 11:28-29

Once there lived an old woodcutter who decided the time had come to teach his son to follow in the
woodcutting trade. The apprentice was young and eager, and each day would follow his father into the
woods, swinging his axe with great zeal and vigor. However, as the days wore on, it seemed to the young
man that the trees became tougher and harder to cut down. Progress slowed to a crawl. Finally, when
felling the trees became impossible, the young man turned to his father and cried, “Father, for some reason
I am no longer able to cut down the trees! What is wrong with me?” The woodcutter saw his son’s plight
and answered, “Why don’t you sit down, take a little time and sharpen your axe?” “Oh, no!” responded the
boy. “If I do, | will never have the time to cut all these trees!” “Well,” replied his father, “then | suppose
that is a decision we all must make, whether to keep on swinging at the trees or take the time to sit and
sharpen our axes.”
