Worship Meditation: “The clear theme of [Ephesians 4:1-6] is unity in the faith. This unity is based on lowliness, meekness, forbearance in love, and peace. It is not based on a childlike imposed uniformity in practice and praise. This unity is spiritual. It unifies without denying different gifts and points of view. Such a unity is more powerful because it does not turn people into clones. It allows for individuality while still bringing people together. This is risky because it has a dimension of uncertainty. In theological terms, we call this living by faith. True faith does not know everything but trusts the One who does.”  Thomas B. Slater, Ephesians (Smyth & Helwys Bible Commentary)
